Safe use of materials and tools’

e scissors (hold, grip, cut)

e PVA (dip, small amount of glue, spread)

o glue stick (pull lid off, twist, spread, twist down, push lid on)

o tape (find end, peel up, stick roll to table, pull roll for small amount,
hold, cut)

e pencils (pencil grip, sharp end awareness, pencil control, pressure)

o sharpeners (blade/no fingers, correct hold, pencil in, twist)

e pens, whiteboard pens (pull lid off, use with grip/control, put lid on)

e paintbrushes (grip, strokes)

e paint and pots (lids up/off, bottle hold, pour, small amount, lids on)

o stapler (safety, materials to use, material in flat, flat hand press)
